· NO CAMPING on the show grounds.

· Use the Dumpsters for proper disposal of your set-up materials.

· NO GREASE is to be dumped on the ground.  You must use proper disposable containers and place in dumpsters.

· Keep the area around your site free of litter.

· NO FIREARMS, AMMO, GUNS OR KNIVES are to be sold at our show.

· NO SELLING IN THE STANDS.  Please do not send any of your representatives out selling.

· Be sure to bring enough change for the entire weekend.  We do NOT provide change.

· Stay within the space you are contracted for and assigned. 

· No setting up until you have checked in with the Committee.  ***We can NOT guarantee you the same spot from year to year and nor can we guarantee that you will be the only one selling a particular item.
(The Committee will provide 5 Free Passes for both days.  These should be picked up at the Main Office just inside the Main Gate.  Show hours are Saturday 9am-8pm; Sunday 9am-3pm
(Please limit the number of vehicles at your site.  If you need to vacate the site prior to the end of the show, please let the Main Office know as soon as possible.

(The Committee reserves the right to accept or reject any vendor and the vendor agrees that their contract can be cancelled at any time without refund.

The undersigned agrees to fulfill all Municipal, State and Federal laws and requirements in connection with all sales made.  In addition, the undersigned agrees to indemnify, protect and hold harmless the Tupper Lake Woodsmen’s Association, Woodsmen’s Day’s Committee, the Village of Tupper Lake, the Town of Tupper Lake and Organizing Committee Representatives from any personal injury, loss of property or damages of any nature suffered by a person as a result of the operation of the Woodsmen’s Days.
